Safety Partnership Recordable Incident Form
The purpose of the SP Recordable Incident Form is to collect data, identify trends and make recommendations or changes to continue our journey realizing our Vision on Zero recordable incidents. 

The form will be made available to all Safety Partnership members with the expectation of filling out the form, either electronically or on paper and returning it to the IEC when a recordable incident occurs. This will include plant employees as well as contractors. The Plants will take the lead role in making this happen with the support of the Contractors. 
The form will be distributed mid December with the plan to commence using it effective January 1, 2012. The Plants are encouraged to use the form for previous recordable incidents especially Q4 of 2011.

The information will be entered into the database by IEC personnel when the information is received and will be available to be viewed on the IEC website. The IEC will monitor the information on the form for possible trends. Once a trend is identified, the trend will be discussed with the SP Committees in order to look for proactive resolutions to the trend.

All information will be discussed on a quarterly basis by the IEC Executive, SP Operational Committee, SP Safety Committee and the Safety Training Standards Steering Committee. 

In the future, the expectation is to have all incidents whether it is a recordable or a near miss recorded in the IEC database.
