ONTARIO HAS
LOWEST RATE

The latest federal figures show
that the province of Ontario
experienced the lowest deaths per
10,000 registered motor vehicles in
Canada. However, Ontario was
only average in persona injury rates
at 121 injuries per 10,000 registered
vehicles. More than one third of
drivers and passengers killed in
crashes were not wearing seatbelts.
One fifth of the fatalities involved
drivers that were legally impaired.
Fewer crashes were recorded in
rural areas, though they accounted
for twice as many fatalities as the
urban crashes.
